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Pam Picken of Training & Resources in Early Education (TREE) says, “Access to early childhood 
programmes has clearly demonstrated an improvement in school performance, yet the Department of 
Education spends less than one percent of its budget on early childhood education." So, in South 
Africa, the urgent need and demand for more privately owned preschools is glaringly obvious.
